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Affiliate/Committee Activities:

· The NYAAE Professional Development conference is scheduled for June 26th – 30th at the Oswegatchie Educational Center.
· NYAAE members in each county are working with county Farm Bureau organizations to pass a resolution supporting NYAAE and Agricultural Education in New York.  The resolution supports the current level of state funding received by Ag Ed Outreach.  The goal is to have the resolution passed by the State Farm Bureau.
· Career Pathways funding – the Capital District and Questar III consortium is focused on Biotechnologies and other emerging technologies (i.e. nanotech, fabrications)

Current Issues:

· Concerns about the reduction of agriculture programs due to school budget cuts.  However, several schools have started new agriculture programs, and chartered new FFA chapters over the past calendar year.
· Not enough NY ag educators to take the place of retirees and fill positions in new programs.

· Membership in affiliations – concern about the continuation of the middle school technology mandate.
Action for NYSACTE:

· Assistance with lobbying for maintaining the current technology education requirements at the middle school level.  
· Assist with membership campaign

· Lobby for maintained/increased state funding of CTE programs
